Learning Commons are physical and virtual learning spaces within schools where students 
are provided with flexible, learner-focused, opportunities for collaboration, inquiry, 
imagination and play.  
 
The Board of Education believes that Learning Commons should feature current and 
dynamic programming supported by qualified staff in order to foster innovative and 
inclusive opportunities to support student learning, well-being and success. 
 
The Board will support Learning Commons as gateways to student learning, providing 
access to documentation, information and new technologies. 
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
